Conners Island Business Park in Guntersville, AL and Morgan Center Business Park in Hartselle, AL Identified for Data Center Potential
Conners Island Business Park in Guntersville, AL and Morgan Center Business Park in Hartselle, AL have favorable attributes to attract a data center project according to a recent Deloitte Consulting study, an economic development study sponsored by the Tennessee Valley Authority. 


TVA and Chicago-based Deloitte Consulting assessed more than 50 sites across the TVA service area for their capacity to accommodate data centers -- specially designed facilities that house computer systems and components for Internet search engine companies, financial transaction processors, and other high-tech industries. 

Conners Island and Morgan Center were two of 12 sites named as a primary ready-for-development site in the search. The locations were evaluated for accessibility, strong telecommunications infrastructure, electric power availability and reliability, and other characteristics beneficial to data center development.  

“Demand for data centers is growing as increased use of electronic commerce and information technologies requires more data storage space,” said John Bradley, senior vice president for TVA Economic Development. “There are exceptional opportunities for regional growth potential in this industry. These sites have the resources, infrastructure, and other qualities needed to support strong data center development.” 

The 12 sites named are considered ready for development and meet necessary requirements and criteria to support a major data center project. TVA is partnering with North Alabama Electric Co-op for Conners Island and Joe Wheeler EMC for Morgan Center, regional, state and community economic development leaders to begin marketing these sites as part of its economic development region’s data center project recruitment initiative.

“Data centers provide highly-skilled, good-paying job opportunities,” Bradley said. “TVA’s goal is to help make the region more competitive in attracting and retaining these types of industries and the economic benefits associated with them.”
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
